MSI-Forks

HOOK TYPE FORK

Hook type forks are classified and controlled by the international standard ISO 2328 or ITA I
(see Table and Figure below).

The classes are set according to the fork capacity and carriage dimensions (distance
between hooks, dimension X). There are two main class types, A and B, set by the under
head height distance of the top hook to the ground (dimension Y). The most common type
is the class A.
